IN ANTICIPATION OF PASSENGER STATIONS BEING CONSTRUCTED
ALONG THE SOUTHWEST TRANSITWAY, THE HENNEPIN COUNTY
REGIONAL RAIL AUTHORITY (HCRRA) IS FUNDING A SERIES OF
STATION AREA PLANNING ACTIVITIES IN PARTNERSHIP WITH THE
CITIES OF EDEN PRAIRIE, MINNETONKA, HOPKINS, AND ST. LOUIS
PARK. PLANNING WILL ALSO OCCUR AROUND THE MINNEAPOLIS

STATIONS AFTER A ROUTE INTO THE DOWNTOWN AREA HAS BEEN
SELECTED.

STATION AREA PLANNING WILL BUILD UPON THE PAST WORK OF
EACH COMMUNITY AND WILL LOOK AT HOW LRT RIDERS WILL GET
TO THE TRANSIT STATIONS AND HOW DEVELOPMENT PATTERNS
COULD CHANGE AROUND EACH STATION. STRATEGIES AND
RECOMMENDATIONS FOR THE STATION AREAS WILL BE DEVELOPED
RESULTING IN LAND-USE PLANNING WITHIN A HALF-MILE RADIUS
AROUND EACH OF THE 12 STATIONS. STAKEHOLDER AND PUBLIC
MEETINGS ARE BEING HELD IN EACH OF THE FOUR COMMUNITIES
IN 2008-09 TO OBTAIN FEEDBACK AND RECOMMENDATIONS.

THE STATION AREA PLANNING PROCESS BEGAN IN THE SUMMER OF 2008 WITH THE
COLLECTION AND REVIEW OF BASE DATA FOR EACH STATION INCLUDING:

e ACCESS AND CIRCULATION

« MARKET ANALYSIS

e DEVELOPMENT OPPORTUNITIES

e BASE MAPS AND PLANS

e CITY COMPREHENSIVE PLANS

THE STATION AREA PLANNING PROCESS HAS ALSO INCLUDED ONGOING MEETINGS
BETWEEN HENNEPIN COUNTY AND PLANNING STAFF FROM EACH OF THE INVOLVED
COMMUNITIES. MANY OF THE IDENTIFIED STAKEHOLDERS HAVE PARTICIPATED IN TWO
VISIONING SESSIONS HELD IN EACH COMMUNITY.

SOUTH OF HWY. 7

THE LOUISIANA STATION IS SITED ON LOUISIANA AVENUE
ALSO SOUTH OF HWY. 7

ALL THREE STATIONS ARE LOCATED ON THE HENNEPIN
COUNTY REGIONAL RAIL AUTHORITY’S (HCRRA) RIGHT-
OF-WAY.
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THE BELTLINE STATION AREA IS ENVISIONED PRIMARILY AS A CENTER
FOR JOBS WITH BELTLINE BOULEVARD BEING THE PRIMARY NORTH/
SOUTH CONNECTION. THE PROPOSED LAND USE CONTINUES TO
EXPAND ON THE EXISTING OFFICE, OFFICE-SHOWROOM AND LIGHT
INDUSTRIAL USES SURROUNDING THE STATION. TO THE EAST OF THE
STATION, MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL USES ARE PROPOSED THAT
TAKE ADVANTAGE OF THE PROXIMITY TO BASS LAKE WHILE EXPANDING
THE EXISTING RESIDENTIAL NEIGHBORHOOD IN THAT AREA. ENHANCED
CONNECTIONS TO BASS LAKE AND EXISTING PARKS AND TRAILS ARE
PROPOSED TO INCREASE ACCESS AND RECREATION OPTIONS. MIXED
USE DEVELOPMENT WITH GROUND FLOOR RETAIL AND UPPER FLOOR
HOUSING AND OFFICE SPACE IS ENVISIONED ALONG 36TH STREET IN

THE WOODDALE STATION AREAIS PLANNED ASAPEDESTRIAN FRIENDLY,
WALKABLE TRANSIT VILLAGE. HOUSING, EITHER STANDING ALONE
OR WITH ACTIVE AND INVITING GROUND FLOOR USES, IS SEEN AS
THE PRIMARY USE NEAR THE STATION. WOODDALE AVENUE AND W.
36TH STREET ARE SEEN AS THE PRIMARY STREETS IN THE STUDY
AREA. WOODDALE WILL CONNECT TO THE EXISTING SURROUNDING
NEIGHBORHOODS AND TO THE HIGH SCHOOL AND THE “OLD DOWNTOWN™
ALONG W. LAKE STREET TO THE NORTHWEST OF THE STATION.
WEST 36TH STREET CONNECTS TO THE EAST ACROSS HIGHWAY 100
AND SHOULD BE ENHANCED IN ORDER TO STITCH TOGETHER BOTH
SIDES OF HIGHWAY 100 INTO A CONTINUOUS PEDESTRIAN FRIENDLY
ENVIRONMENT. A LARGE PART OF THE STUDY AREA IS COMPRISED
OF EXISTING RESIDENTIAL NEIGHBORHOODS THAT SHOULD BE
PRESERVED. FUTURE DEVELOPMENT SHOULD TRANSITION IN SCALE
AND CHARACTER TO SEAMLESSLY CONNECT THESE NEIGHBORHOODS
WITH THE AREAS CLOSER TO THE STATION. IN SELECTED AREAS, THERE
ARE OPPORTUNITIES FOR SIGNATURE OFFICE BUILDING DEVELOPMENT
AS WELL.

THE LOUISIANA STATION BENEFITS FROM IT’S LOCATION NEAR
BOTH TRANSIT AND THE ROADWAY NETWORK. THIS STATION AREA
IS SEEN AS A HEALTHCARE DESTINATION DUE TO ITS PROXIMITY TO
METHODIST HOSPITAL. THERE IS AN OPPORTUNITY TO DEVELOP
ADDITIONAL HEALTHCARE SERVICES WITHIN THE AREA INCLUDING
MEDICAL OFFICE BUILDINGS, CLINICS, DIALYSIS, PHYSICAL THERAPY
AND PHARMACY. THE AREA HAS SEVERAL WATER AND WETLAND
AMENITIES. THESE ARE SEEN AS FOCAL POINTS FOR OFFICE AND
RESIDENTIAL DEVELOPMENT. RESIDENTIAL USES MAY TAKE THE FORM
OF SENOR HOUSING OR ASSISTED LIVING DUE TO THE PROXIMITY
TO HEALTHCARE. HOWEVER, A RANGE OF RESIDENTIAL TYPES ARE
ENVISIONED. LIGHT INDUSTRIAL USES ARE SEEN REMAINING IN KEY
AREAS ALONG THE RAILROAD TRACKS TO PROVIDEABUFFER TO OTHER
USES, AS WELL TO PROVIDE NEEDED JOBS AND SERVICES TO THE
SURROUNDING COMMUNITY. ALONG HIGHWAY 7, COMMERCIAL USES
ARE ENVISIONED TO SERVE COMMUTERS AND AREA RESIDENTS.
